He was 22yrs old serving as a Sergeant with the 3rd Bomber Group as an
Aerial Gunner when their plane went down on a routine flight from Queensland,
Australia to Port Moresby, New Guinea. The entire crew was lost and their remains
never recovered. In 1951, the Christopher G. Linn American Legion Post #141 of
Hartland changed its name to the Steeves-McCormack Post #141 in honor of Norman &
Donlin McCormack.
